Its very heart is the Gärtnerplatz, a round square where people sit in the grass and chill on 
warm summer evenings. Right beside the Glockenbach-quarter is the Isar River that runs right through 
the city in a green belt of lawns and trees. The Isar is quite clean nowadays, so why not take a swim?
